Since the last edition this community can celebrate with humilty 2 
major victories: the commitment of Minister Graeme Sturgess to the 
construction of a safe entry to the proposed Dilston Bypass of the 
East Tamar Highway;  the restoration of St Matthias Church bell 
tower . These issues reflect  the values of our community, and whilst 
at opposite ends of the spectrum in community concern, together 
they demonstrate the power of community through people who 
care.  
The bypass issue has dominated this newspaper for two years. When 
it is completed, four years will have passed, demonstrating how long 
it takes to obtain satisfactory outcomes from any major issue. Consul-
tation in planning to gain acceptable community outcomes is a rela-
tively new area for governments and their departments. I would sug-
gest that process in future will reflect, to a higher degree, the out-
comes of a more democratic process. Whilst this will be more costly 
in dollars, it will give ownership both to the parties involved and the 
growth of democracy rather than to the party politics and the shal-
low level of government we have suffered in the past. 
I include 2 letters to the editor in this edition: one from Minister 
Graeme Sturgess in response to my letter in March; and one from 
Jeremy Ball  in thanks of community support . 
It is also fitting to note the support of all Launceston City councilors, 
especially Aldermen Armitage ,Ball, Dean, Norton and Sands. Local 
politicians, Kim Booth, Ivan Dean, Peter Gutwein and Sue Napier  
have been strong in their parliamentary support. 
The bell tower of St Matthias is an achievement that a few people 
have championed in support of the cultural heritage of the district 
and the continuation of a community centre of worship. Again, per-
sistence and a will to persevere have won out. Read Sue Speed�s 
celebration of this on our back page. 
In future editions I would encourage letters to the editor that bring 
issues of community focus to the attention of our residents.

Broad Beans for Summer Salads 
May and June are suitable months for planting broad bean seeds.  
For rapid germination soak the beans for 24 hours before sowing. 
Ensure dolomite or lime is applied as they do not like acid soils. Wood 
ash is an excellent natural fertiliser. Do not add extra nitrogen, as the 
plants grow too tall and lanky. 
Broad beans are ideal cover crop or green manure crop as they pro-
vide nitrogen back to the soil through rhizobium bacteria nodules on 
their roots (look for little white lumps clustered around the roots). 
Plant broad beans immediately after harvesting  
Cauliflower , Cabbage or Broccoli, or root crops. 
Coles Dwarf variety, generally grow taller than one metre, so they also 
need a string support system. 
Reo-mesh placed horizontally, supported by garden stakes will pre-
vent the plant breaking in strong wind.  

Plants will flower in September although 
beans will rarely set until November.  
Young beans make a delicious addition to 
early salads. 

Safe Cooking in the Home 
Watch the Pot  

�� Never leave cooking unattended - Turn it Off Before Your Turn 
Away .  

�� Cooking fires are one of the most common causes of house 
fires in Tasmania.  

Clear the Cooking Area  

�� Curtains, tea towels, oven mitts and any flammable items 
should be kept well away from the cooking area.  

Control the Splatter  

�� Cook with the right size pan and keep the heat low so that fat 
doesn’t spatter or overflow onto the cooktop.  

No Water Needed  

�� Water does not put out fat or oils fires - so don’t use it;  

�� If you put water on this type of fire significant and horrific burn 
injuries could occur and the fire will be spread more rapidly.  

Smothering the Flame  

If a fire does start on the stove - 

�� Turn off the heat source either on the stove or at the fuse box;  

�� Smother the fire with a large pan, lid or fire blanket; 

�� Do not remove the pan, lid or fire blanket until the pot has 
cooled, as the fire will re-ignite if the oil is still hot; and  

�� Never carry a burning pot - horrific burn injuries can occur.

Native Water Rat: Hydromys chrysogaster

Native Water Rat  Hydromys chrysogaster 
The native water-rat is a distinctive rodent specialized for an aquatic existence. 
The species can be found locally on the Tamar and environs. It is a relatively 
large rodent ( body length not including tail up to 40cm) with broad partially 
webbed hind feet, water-repellent fur and abundant whiskers. The tail is thick 
and usually tipped white. 
The water-rat is largely carnivorous, feeding on crustaceans, aquatic insects and 
small fish. Plants are sometimes consumed in the winter when food is scarce. 
Being a placental mammal, it bears 3-4 young in Spring and Summer months 
although greater numbers can survive in times of plentiful food. 
H. chrysogaster is mainly nocturnal, although it differs from most Austra-
lian rodents in being partially diurnal. It is most active in the hours fol-
lowing sunset, but may also be found swimming or foraging during day-
light in the early morning or early evening. The Water-rat is territorial 
and may be quite aggressive when populations are at high density.

All three levels of the tower have 
been replaced or reinforced to 
strengthen them.  The outside win-
dow  slates have been covered 
from the inside with bird netting to 
keep birds from getting into the 
tower. 

 

The second level which held the bell was almost completely rotten.  It 
has been replaced with a new floor and 3 large beams on either side of 
the bell, with a strip of iron between each layer, which actually holds the 
bell itself.  Hopefully, this should  last for another 100  years.  We have 
retained one of the rotten beams inside the church just to remind us how 
bad it  was—a bit frightening.
