
Dilston Windermere Swan Bay Newsletter 

St Matthias Church, Windermere has been awarded Launceston City Council�s 
non�residential Heritage Award for 2010. 

A submission focusing on the roofing project and the renewal of the bell tower in 
2008-2009, was unanimously voted as the best project for heritage preservation 
by the award committee. 

The submission celebrated the support of the community in raising the neces-
sary $14000 for the works and the recognition of the community in preserving 
the 168 year-old building. 

The replacement of the roof battens and the cladding of the roof with durable 
colourbond in an appropriate color, has insured that the building will remain 
weatherproof for a long time.  

The bell tower project has restored the original bell housing structure and  

ensured that the bell is functional for services and community celebrations. 

This work was initiated through an outreach mission of the Holy Trinity 
Launceston Anglican Parish in 2007 when the Church community sought help to 
continue worship services at the church. 

Services are regularly conducted at the 
church on the 2nd & 4th Sundays at 
10:30am. 

The church has become a special venue 
for weddings and an historical feature for 
visitors taking the Tamar River Cruises. 

Regular visitors to the church and grave-
yard on a daily basis remind us that family 
is more than what we experience at the 
local level. 

Preservation of this building can only 
strengthen the appeal of the district for 
the �family� of visitors and the community. 

This award allows the church to maintain 
the building to standards that preserve not 
only its heritage but its availability as a 
community centre for worship and for 
community functions.

Although 
no fruit has been harvested, big thins are 
expected next season. 

The garden was originally started for the 
Launceston Hotel, by a man called 
Harry, who lived  in the house in the 
front of the garden, with ideas and imput  
(but not the Hard work) from Lou�s fa-
ther. 

Lou�s favorite things are the old mulberry 
tree and the 2 figs trees. 

John has done all the work in �re doing � 
the garden  � and there is always 
enough fruit  and veggies for lunch and 
dinner. 

Thank you Lou and John for a very 
interesting and enjoyable afternoon. 

Our May outing saw an afternoon visit to 
the Native garden of Rosemary Ver-
beeten in Lanena. 

A magical stroll around the many feature 
rooms in her garden made us all marvel 
at the work she has put in over 17 years 
of love and hard labour. 

Rosemary�s garden is a fabulous exam-
ple of how native and exotic plants can 
be blended in harmony and we are most 
thankful for having the opportunity to 
visit it.

       TRAINING EXERCISE DALRYMPLE GROUP 
OF BRIGADES. 
  
After months of planning, seventy-eight firefighters includ-
ing eight members from the Dilston brigade and the rest 
from neighbouring brigades and eighteen fire fighting ap-
pliances, converged on the area around Bell Bay and 
George Town last Saturday. Multi-event exercises rang-
ing from road accident rescue demonstrations, structure 
fires and  vehicle fires to bushfire simulations including 
map reading and four wheel driving were undertaken. 
Operating under a incident management team, with sup-
port from District staff, all crews participating gave posi-
tive feedback as to the days events, with most members 
gaining valuable experience from an exercise of this type.

As the demands of the garden lessen 
and we prepare for the year ahead, it is 
a good time to service the body, I have 
spoken previously about the importance 
of having moles and other irregularities 
of your skin checked, Likewise it is a 
good time to have those preventative 
health checks  that we are so  good  at 
avoiding. Tests such as Blood pressure, 
weight  and some routine blood tests, 

especially a fasting, glucose and 
your liver and renal function  may 
allow simple abnormalities to be 
corrected.  

For the  women, we should ensure 
that mammograms and pap smears 
are up to date, whilst  for the men 
over 50, the obligatory prostate 
check needs to be done. 

 In recent years an increasing num-
ber of  Tasmanians are being found 
to be short of vitamin D,

sunlight on skin, it seems that many 
are avoiding  adequate exposure to 
prevent damage to their skin,

blood tests to have the vitamin D

Have you ever heard the invasion 
call of our laid-back maurauders? 
Yes, the Yellow-tailed Black Cocka-
toos, are to me the most human–like  
birds in our district. 

They travel in flocks quite slowly and 
always let you know of their pres-
ence as they pass. 

They adore eating cone nuts and any 
seed bearing pod that attracts their 
fancy.  

These birds spend the summer 
months in the highlands where they 
feed from the seed of hakea and like 
native species. 

They spend the winter months in 
flocks of 20-30 birds in the Tamar 
Valley. 

Yellow-tailed black cockatoos are 

endangered in South Australia and 
suffered a population decline after 
the bushfires on the Eyre Peninsula. 

They are common enough in Tasma-
nia’s bushland, however they rely on 
hollows for nesting. 

Yellow-tailed Black-Cockatoos have 
a long breeding season, which varies 
throughout their range. Both sexes 
construct the nest, which is a large 
tree hollow, lined with wood chips. 
The female alone incubates the eggs, 
while the male supplies her with food. 
Usually only one chick survives, and 
this will stay in the care of its parents 
for about six months.  

Next time you hear the familiar 
“keeow” call, look up and appreciate 
the slow magnificent flight of these 
birds.
